SCHEDULING TRAVEL 

Air Travel:  For the most convenient travel by air, use Atlanta’s Hartsfield-Jackson International 
Airport (ATL). Participants should make their travel plans to arrive in Atlanta before 6:00pm on Friday 
and to leave Cleveland after 3:00pm on Sunday in order to allow appropriate time for the Sunday Board 
meeting. 
 
Local Travel: 

 
*  Shuttle Service (shared ride) – Contact Greater Atlanta Shuttle, at 678-851-7063 or online at 
www.gaairportshuttle.com.  This is a 24-hour service that operates on the hour, with reservations.  The 
fare per person is $20, round-trip. 
 
 *  Travel by MARTA (from Hartsfield Airport to the hotel) – From the Airport station inside the airport 
(near the Baggage Claim area), take the northbound train to the West End station.  Exit the West End 
station and take bus # 11 (English/Atlanta University), getting off at Fair Street and Northside Drive.  The 
stop is just a few steps--not even a block--from the Castleberry Inn, on the right.  The fare for the entire 
trip is about $4.00.   
 
     Note:  If you will be traveling both inbound and outbound by MARTA, you may wish to consider 
purchasing a 3-day weekend Breeze pass for $11.00, which offers unlimited riding on the train and 
buses throughout the city.  Purchase your Breeze pass at the MARTA Ride store when you have arrived at 
the airport in Atlanta. 
 
     For Late Arrivals:  To get to Morehouse School of Medicine from the hotel, take bus #11 (English 
Ave/Atlanta University/ West End Station), from Fair Street and Northside Drive, boarding on the 
opposite side of the street from the Castleberry Inn.  Get off the bus at Chapel Street and Westview Drive.

*  Taxi Service – The distance to the hotel from Hartsfield airport is about 12 miles, taking about 20 
minutes. The one-way fare is about $35. 
 

*  Driving from the Interstate I-85 – From I-85 N/S, take the Fulton Street/Central Avenue exit #246, 
heading onto Fulton toward Zoo Atlanta.  Turn Left onto Fulton Street, SW, going .7 miles.  Turn Right 
onto McDaniel Street, SW, continuing for .4 miles.  Turn Right again onto Northside Drive/US-19/US-
41/GA-3.  Continue a short distance of .2 miles to 186 Northside Drive, SW.
